CLIP 1: Vivian Bendall by Isobel White [Track 2, 00:20:34- 00:21:32]
On the boundary changes, which was quite interesting before this election happened there was boundary changes, and originally I was to be given Monkhams ward which would have made me absolutely safe, and James Arbuthnott who'd taken over from Patrick Jenkin as the MP  in Wanstead and Woodford, he wanted to stay there and didn't want his constituency carved up as it was, so I put in an argument to the Boundary Commission to leave out Monkhams because it was the other side of a large railway line, and to give me something else. That's what they did but they didn’t give it to James Arbuthnott, they gave it to Iain Duncan Smith in Chingford so I lost out and if I hadn't have done that I would have been re-elected without a doubt … without a doubt. 

CLIP 2: Dennis Canavan by Alison Chand [Track 4, 01:47:00-01:51:14]
I worked very, very hard during these years as MP and it paid off in the 1979 election where I had the biggest swing to Labour of any constituency in the UK, so I felt quite chuffed and I thought, well, if I keep working hard at it I'll be the MP for West Stirlingshire for as long as I want. Ha! Think again pal! What happened along came this thing called the Boundary Commission which is supposed to be an independent organisation which looks at constituencies, taking into account demographic change etc. etc. The way in which they drew up the boundaries, they didn't make sense, to get from what you might call the southern hemisphere to the northern hemisphere of the constituency you would have to travel through another constituency to get to it. I called it blinking gerrymandering. They were trying obviously to create a new seat called Stirling which would be winnable for the Tories. I was understandably livid, possibly paranoid, this is another attempt by the establishment just to get rid of me. I can remember looking up the background of the guy who had been in charge of this Boundary Commission for Scotland. I discovered he was a sheriff or sheriff principal maybe, a judge, supposed to be impartial, but I looked up his background. A former chairperson of the central Scotland Conservative and Unionist Association, so I slabbed in an early day motion in the House of Commons pointing out this and calling it blatant gerrymandering etc. etc. This did not please the Speaker of the House of Commons, George Thomas, who was the chair of the overall Boundary Commission, and  he seemed to think it was a personal attack on him, my accusations of gerrymandering etc. etc. There was a public inquiry we put in representations and all that and campaigned against it, but it was like hitting your head against a brick wall the boundary commission won the day. 
CLIP 3: Janet Fookes by Emma Peplow [Track 1, 00:39:51- 00:40:41]
Finally to my amazement I got a slip saying would I appear for interview and this was for a seat called Merton and Morden and this was 1969. It was a seat in southwest London that was not supposed to be in existence but the then Home Secretary had not put through the orders carrying out the boundary changes from the Boundary Commission, so suddenly it was as you were. In the meantime the Conservative sitting member thinking that there would be no seat to fight had gone off and found himself another seat, so suddenly Merton and Morden was faced with a Parliament and no candidate. 
CLIP 4: Hilary Armstrong by Emma Peplow [Track 1, 00:59:30-01:01:27]
After boundary changes in 1982 it must have been, my Dad had had quite a difficult reselection because we lost one seat in Durham in the boundary changes and he'd had a massive constituency but he had decided to go for this particular one although it wasn't the one the party regionally wanted him to go for. And that was very tough for my Dad because you know he was very much a team player and didn’t like challenging the party. And the party had wanted him to go to Sedgefield because the guy in Durham City was retiring and it would mean all the sitting MPs would get a seat and me Dad - he hardly talked to us about it but he did a little bit - but he just felt I've got to go for where I belong and the bit of the constituency that was going into Sedgefield he didn't have any historical connection to on one level. He just wanted to go for where the village was, where the Hill Top was that he'd grown up in, and that was linked to Consett, so he was up against the sitting member and he did win. 
CLIP 5: Edwina Currie by Henry Irving [Track 1, 01:27:18 – 01:28:34]
We had boundary changes in 1982 and that created a host of new seats, and it also meant that incumbents would be more likely to retire, they're not going to compete for their seat with somebody else with the new boundaries. By this stage I knew quite a lot of people, I got a call from Rachael Dyche who was agent for the East Midlands, bear in mind I'm in the West Midlands, she's in the East Midlands, and she says to me on the phone, Edwina we've got dozens of great seats here that we're going to win and we're not getting the candidates. Some of them are right up your street. I grab a piece of paper and a pencil. Tell me, which ones? Kettering, Corby, South Derbyshire, Erewash. Amber Valley. I’d never heard of any of these places, they’re all new seats. We're going to win them and some of them would really suit you, get cracking.
